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INTRODUCTION
  

 
Understanding the written word or semantic processing is such an important aspect of learning, if 

not the most important. Often the poor performance in both the written and spoken word 

dramatically undermines the student's ability to perform at an optimum level resulting in poor 

scores as he or she is unable to express him/herself in a semantic congruent manner resulting in 

the inability to reproduce their own integrated and acquired knowledge accurately.  

 
How one learns to read is exceptionally complicated and is perhaps considered to be the result of 

several processes being integrated instantly and automatically including a full phoneme awareness 

and the potential blending of these sounds. This is a process that continues almost all our lives. 

 
Even though we can use set rules, unfortunately in English, grammar, spelling, and pronunciation 

only conforms to these said rules 60% of the time. Thus the only way a young reader can become 

familiar with all these variants is by exposure to them, as well as having a platform to practice 

these skills. 

 
Each learner also develops at different rates in regards to Semantic ability. On one hand, we can 

have children as young as three beginning to read whereas at the opposite end of the scale a child 

may never truly have the processes at hand to read, particularly those with Pervasive 

Developmental Difficulties. These difficulties manifest in both diagnosed and undiagnosed learning 

difficulties. Thus due to this extensive range of abilities we must allow for the young learner to 

place him or herself in a position, which they find most comfortable. 
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Recommended exercises 3 to 5 year olds 
 

In the formative years we wish to expose the young reader to most of the potential phonograms 

(Sounds) that are found in the English language. This would include a phoneme awareness of the 

blending of letters to produce these sounds as well as the recognition of the sequence of letters 

used to produce them. 
 

In this formative stage of development we expose our young learner to 72 recognised sounds 

using the associated blends of letters where required. These are introduced in the CAMI Reader by 

both listening to the sound as it appears on the screen as well as repeating and recording their 

own reflective sound. This is further developed by picking out these phonograms using the 

associated exercises. This assists our learner to recognise most words by being familiar with the 

diagraphs, diphthongs, blends, etc. 
 

We also encourage the young reader to become familiar with letters of the alphabet and 

sequencing techniques paramount to a fluent reader, by using the spelling module. This 

encourages even greater retention as the young reader needs to incorporate several processes to 

both remember the letters and correct spelling. They are: 

1. Recognising the letters 

2. Remembering the correct sequence of letters in relation to each-other on the screen 

3. Finding the correct key on the keyboard 

4. Reproducing each letter in the correct sequence 

5. Recalling the entire word from memory and cross correlating it with the retyped word on the 

screen. 
 

To assist in the recognition of these phonograms we recommend the associated exercises in CAMI 

PSB.  
 

 

At this early developmental stage, parental or guardian support is detrimental. The young reader's 

attitude to reading will be entirely formed by those of their parent/guardian. By spending 10 

minutes with the young learner, familiarising them with the basic phonogram cards and integrating 

them through regular reading will create a healthy attitude towards reading. 
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STEP BY STEP GUIDE TO PHONEME AWARENESS 
Step 1 Read at least one book together each day, or play recorded books together. 
 Reading together allows the young child to associate this activity as one of nurture and 

pleasure. We recommend this activity should be introduced as early as possible. 
Step 2 Familiarise the young reader with the single letter - single phonograms (sound) using 

the supplied flash cards.  
 Point out the different letter and the sounds it makes. Encourage the child to find 

familiar everyday objects in their surroundings that has this phonogram in it. The eye-
spy game is excellent to encourage this semantic association between letters and 
sounds. 

Step 3 Use the pronunciation exercise in the reader, including recording and comparing.  
 This will encourage the young reader to be aware of the blends of letters as well as 

allowing them to visually see the impact their speech makes. 
Step 4 Proceed to point out these single phonograms in the books you read together.  
 Sound out these letters and allow the young reader to mimic you. Always point to the 

specific letter and try to incorporate both the capital and lower case variations. Repeat 
the same single phonogram, until the young reader can both identify the letter and 
sound. 

Step 5 Use the supplied letters  and allow the young reader to trace the shape with their 
finger. 

 By incorporating kinaesthetic activities, we encourage greater retention. This exercise 
is further consolidated in PSB 8.3.4 and 5. When tracing the letter encourage the 
young reader to sound out the sound.  

Step 6 Always try to ask questions about the story you read together. 
 This encourages comprehension and listening skills. As semantic understanding 

increases, encourage the young reader to add to the tale. This encourages the 
development of imaginative thinking. 

Step 7 Once the single sounds become familiar, begin to integrate the multiple letters –single 
phonograms – using the supplied flash cards. 

 Allow the young reader to explore these new sounds and blends. Try to find specific 
words from everyday signs and or logos which reproduce these sounds e.g. "th" sound 
that is found in Woolworths etc 

Step 8 Use the pronunciation exercise in the reader for these new sounds, including 
recording and comparing. 

 If you are comfortable with the recording process allow the new reader to choose their 
own words that may reproduce these phonograms. 

Step 9 Point out these new phonograms in the books you read together.  
 Once again introduce them one by one until recognition sets in. 
Step 10 Begin to integrate Phonics – Basic Sounds Exercises as per guidelines – Always 

allow him/her to choose first. Correct where and when necessary 
 The young reader should now be able to recognise the letters that produce certain 

sounds. They are now encouraged to select the correct sound using the picture for 
assistance. 

Step 11 Use the supplied letters and allow the young reader to trace each shape with his/her 
finger. 

 By incorporating kinaesthetic activities, we encourage greater retention. This exercise 
is further consolidated in PSB 8.3.4 and 5. When tracing the letter encourage the 
young reader to sound out the sound. 
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STEP BY STEP GUIDE TO PHONEME AWARENESS  -  continued 
Step 12 Begin to integrate all 72 phonograms. 
 Ensure that the young reader both recognises the sounds as well as the letter blends. 
Step 13 Use the pronunciation exercise in the reader, including recording and comparing 
 There will be several new sounds. It is important that the young reader is both familiar 

with the letters, blends, phonograms, diagraphs and diphthongs used to create these 
new words 

Step 14 Point out phonograms in the books you read together and encourage him/her to 
participate giving them the opportunity to read their own words. 

 By performing this activity together, you would be allowing the young reader to 
continue to enjoy the process of reading, but also giving them the confidence to read 
their own words. Remember to give assistance when required. 

Step 15 Using the entire phonogram set choose everyday words and help the young reader to 
create these words from their set. 

 This activity is the first step into spelling. 
Step 16 Begin on the Reading Phonogram sets in Menu 1.1.1 allowing them to sound out the 

words. 
 These would be the first reading exercises introduced using the Reading exercise 

sections. The child should be familiar with most of these words, but encouragement 
and support will be required until they are confident with reading words on their own. 

Step 17 Begin with basic spelling lists. 
 This will further entrench semantic processing. 
Step 18 Begin with Phonics – vowels and letter combinations exercises in the reader. 
 The young reader should be quite confident now and this will give them a platform to 

practise their new skills. 
Step 19 Allow the young reader to point out and pronounce the letters and words they should 

now be familiar with in the stories you read together as well as everyday objects and 
signs. 

 By now, the young reader should be able to read simple books. Offer assistance when 
a new word is encountered. Try to break it up into its separate phonograms using both 
the phonogram flash cards as well as their cut out letters. Get them to make up this 
new words from their words set. 

Step 20 CONTINUE TO READ BOOKS TOGETHER. THIS WILL ENSURE THAT YOUR 
CHILD WILL HAVE A POSITIVE ATTITUDE TO READING.

As soon as our new reader is familiar with the 72 recognised phonograms, they can now 

begin to explore and apply their new knowledge in a myriad of ways. 

 

As the young learner has a fundamental understanding of phonograms, blends, digraphs, 

etc they must begin to ascertain the actual meaning of each word and sentence. They 

must begin to explore the idea conveyed by words and we encourage the first steps into 

comprehension. Thus, now the young reader shall begin to answer a myriad of questions 

on the Word World Characters. As they are familiar with most of the words in these texts 

by taking the next step to ensure deeper understanding through answering questions, we 

can ensure that semantic processing is beginning to filter in. 

 

It is also advisable that the young reader incorporates regular reading both aloud and 

silently into their daily routine. The CAMI reader also further introduces a number of 

exercises to strengthen comprehension, spelling, and fluency. At this early stage, basic 

grammar is introduced in the form of plurals and basic sentence construction explored 

through their own writing. 

 

Once again, spelling is paramount and we give the young reader the opportunity to 

capture their weekly spelling lists and incorporate them as part of the program. This 

encourages even greater retention, as the young reader needs to incorporate several 

processes to both remember the letters and correct spelling used not only in the exercise, 

but also during the capturing process.  

 

Finally, we encourage our students to begin to construct their own sentences using the 

creative writing section. This activity can either be executed on the program or can also be 

written out by pen and paper.  

 

Every day activities and experiences are anticipated as topical material to the first time 

writer. It is through the execution of this activity that our students begin to incorporate 

facets of grammar and punctuation.

Most exercises in this and the following year are based on further consolidation of both reading 

and comprehension skills. We encourage the young learner to explore many different types of texts 

incorporating both factual articles and poetry. 

 

It is now imperative that the young reader begins to read fluently both aloud and silently. By 

utilising the four reading techniques, Lexiscope, Tachyscope, Fractoscope and Exposcope, CAMI 

introduces the manner in which fluency is attained.  

 

READING TECHNIQUES 

To ensure that the young reader uses it correctly the following technique must be employed: 

If the initial reading speed is 80wpm we would generally increase each technique in increments of 

8 based on a percentage of the initial reading speed determination. The rule of thumb is to always 

increase the first increment by a minimum of 10% for e.g. 

 

Initial reading speed determination 50wpm  80wpm  100wpm 120wpm 

Increase the Lexiscope to 55wpm  88wpm  110wpm 132wpm 

Increase the Tachyscope to 60wpm  96wpm  120wpm 144wpm 

Increase the Fractoscope to 65wpm  104wpm 130wpm 156wpm 

Increase the Exposcope to 70wmp  112wpm 140wpm 168wpm 

 

Thus, by following this simple procedure both fluency and speed increases incrementally.
